Investment Strategy - Equities

OpCap uses a fundamental, bottom-up approach
to investing. Our process is driven by our
proprietary in-house stock research. The stock
selection process concentrates on fundamental
financial factors. Investments are made in
companies the manager believes are
well-positioned with strong franchise value.

We look for companies that generate high
returns on assets and free cash flow and have
managements oriented to shareholders’
interests. In addition, we are trying to find
stocks that sell at reasonable valuation levels.

Sector Breakdown (equities)

A complete qualitative review of the business
relative to its peers and its history is the key to
the process. The portfolio seeks undervaluation
great enough to provide significant upside
reward with modest downside risk. The
portfolio is concentrated and will generally hold
only 35-45 stocks at any one time. As a result,
returns can fluctuate widely from “market”
returns. We have the latitude to move in and
out of equities depending on what best suits the
current market environment. Most of the time,
however, the portfolio will be weighted heavily
in equities.

Investment Strategy - Fixed Income

In selecting fixed income securities for the
OpCap Managed Portfolio, PIMCO develops an
outlook for interest rates, currency exchange rates
and the economy, analyzes credit and call risks,
and uses other security selection techniques. The
proportion of the Portfolio’s assets committed to
investment in securities with particular
characteristics (such as quality, sector interest
rate or maturity) varies based on PIMCO’s
outlook for the U.S. economy and the
economies of other countries in the world, the
financial markets and other factors.

PIMCO attempts to identify areas of the bond
market that are undervalued relative to the rest
of the market. PIMCO identifies these areas by
grouping bonds into the following sectors:
money markets, governments, corporates,
mortgages, asset-backed and international.
Sophisticated proprietary software then assists in
evaluating sectors and pricing specific securities.

Once investment opportunities are identified,
PIMCO will shift assets among sectors depending
upon changes in relative valuation and credit
spreads, PIMCQO’s outlook for the U.S. economy
and the economies of other countries in the
world, the financial markets and other factors.
